Dear Parents/Carers 
 
As you are aware, during the last academic year we worked incredibly hard on: improving our relationship with parents and carers; the standards of behaviour and the teaching, learning and assessment of the core subjects English and maths.  We were even able to bring some of our improvement plans forward and work on science within school too.  We have now moved on to reviewing our non-core curriculum offer and this, as well as the children’s personal development, are to be our focus for this academic year.

We are going ahead with our Celebrations Collective Worships but these are going to be delivered virtually.  A letter requesting permission to use your child’s image/video content on our school website and on our Facebook page is being sent out with your child today.  As we cannot invite parents into school, this is a way for us to be able to keep you in the loop about all the exciting things going on in school and still be able to join us in celebrating the children’s fantastic achievements.   
 
We do not anticipate being able to invite parents to join us to watch Christmas productions this year, so our plan is that events like this will also be shared via video on either our website or a school YouTube channel which is why I would urge you to consider giving permission for your child’s image to be on these platforms. 
 
We have arranged for Kathryn Thomas from Future in Minds to deliver a ‘Worry Workshop’ for parents.  This will help parents to help their children with their anxieties particularly with regards to the effects that COVID has had.  The workshop will be held on Monday 12th October at 5pm.  Could you please email the office on or before 2/10/20 on office@stanleystpeters.co.uk to register your interest for this as there will be a limited number of places available.
