Dear Parents and Carers,

Spellings

I am writing to let you know that we will no longer be issuing paper copies of the spellings lists that your children are required to learn for their weekly spelling tests.  Instead, we will publish them on our website. 

To find your child’s spelling lists each week:

· Click on the Children’s tab of our website

· Click ‘Spellings’ 

· Click the appropriate year group.   

The most recently issued spellings will be at the top of the year group page.  New spellings will be put on the website no later than Friday and they will be tested on the following Friday.

Children who are in a mixed class should still learn the spellings for their year group (so if they are a Year 4 child in a Year 3/4 mixed class, they should learn the Year 4 spellings). 

Home learning

We are in the process of reviewing our home learning offer, but in the meantime, if your child is required to stay at home to self-isolate or we are subject to a local lockdown, we will put their lessons on our class pages as we did during the summer term.

Reading books

Could I please ask that everyone has a good look at home for any of our reading books?  We gave each child 3 reading books to take home over lockdown and we really need them all back!

I would also like to draw your attention to something that is very concerning!  A number of our families are taking their children to the nearby park to play whilst they wait for other children to come out of school or for their time to enter the premises.  Whilst I appreciate that I cannot enforce social distancing outside of school grounds, I would urge you to reconsider doing this as the children are mixing with children from other bubbles which is opening them, and others, up to more risk of catching COVID.  Our staff accept the risk they are taking of being in close contact with the children within their bubble but it is unfair, to them, our children and our families (some of whom are on the shielding list due to undergoing treatment for cancer and other illnesses) to subject them to undue risk by allowing your children to mix with other groups unnecessarily outside of school.

We all have a responsibility to keep each other safe so I would really appreciate your co-operation with this matter.
