Dear Parents and Carers,

Welcome back to the new academic year.

The first three days back have been really successful, with your children settling brilliantly into their new classrooms with their new teachers, and to the new routines we have in place to ensure everyone’s safety.

We have all had to adapt to new ways of working as a result of the COVID-19 pandemic, so I wanted to take the opportunity to say what an AMAZING job you did with supporting your child’s wellbeing and learning throughout the last term of last academic year.

I would also like to let you know that I really appreciate your co-operation with the safety protocols we have put in place and, on the whole, things have gone exactly as planned. There are just a couple of things that I would like to clarify.

As you know, we have gone to extreme lengths to ensure that we maintain the integrity of our ‘bubbles’. Therefore, we would really appreciate it if you could ensure that whilst waiting for siblings to exit school, you keep your children by your side and do not allow them to play together on the school grounds.

I know that children will be attending out of school clubs and that you will have carefully considered the safety protocols that these clubs have in place. I also appreciate that these settings provide enriching activities that give children the opportunity to socialise with others outside their household and promote their wellbeing. I am duty bound; however, to make you aware of the guidance regarding this which can be accessed via this link https://www.gov.uk/government/publications/guidance-for-parents-and-carers-of-children-attending-out-of-school-settings-during-the-coronavirus-covid-19-outbreak/guidance-for-parents-and-carers-of-children-attending-out-of-school-settings-during-the-coronavirus-covid-19-outbreak and which stipulates that you should consider sending your child to the same setting consistently, and consider carefully the number of settings they attend overall, in order to prevent your child from mixing with multiple different groups of children.

We are also strongly recommending that parents/carers wear face coverings and would appreciate your support with this.

I must also make you aware that it is imperative that if your child or anyone in your household has any of the symptoms shown below, that you do not bring them to school, that your household self isolates, that you request a test and that you contact us to report the absence and the reason for it.

The main symptoms of coronavirus (COVID-19) are:

· a high temperature – this means you feel hot to touch on your chest or back (you do not need to measure your temperature)

· a new, continuous cough – this means coughing a lot for more than an hour, or 3 or more coughing episodes in 24 hours (if you usually have a cough, it may be worse than usual)

· a loss or change to your sense of smell or taste – this means you've noticed you cannot smell or taste anything, or things smell or taste different to normal.

You can call the dedicated number for Wakefield residents to book a test for Coronavirus which is 01924 224497 but please only request a test if the person has any one (or more) of the symptoms detailed above.

If you are at all unsure whether you should bring your child to school, please get in touch before bringing them, either by phone or email mwiggins@stanleystpeters.co.uk (I check my emails during most evenings), and we will be able to give you some advice about what action you should take.

Finally, I would like to take the opportunity to tell you that, whilst I am sure that things are going to be challenging over the coming academic year for everyone, I am really looking forward to working with you and your amazing children. We are absolutely determined to realise our school vision of ‘Unlock Potential, Celebrate Success’ for every single child at our school and I know you want the same.
