Dear Parents and Carers,
I am writing with regards to the transition day arrangements for each class for our new Year 2 to Year 6 children (details regarding the transition for our new Nursery, EYFS and Year 1 children are on separate letters).  
As you know, we would like to invite all children in to school on Monday 20th July to meet their new teachers.
