Dear Parents and Carers,

I am writing with information about the class organisation and teaching arrangements for September 2020.
As you know, for the academic year 2019-20 there were three, cross phase, mixed age classes for Years 4 and 5. During this year, we have improved the school’s budget position and staffing plan, which means that we are now able to remove one mixed age class from KS2. 

Pupil admission numbers and the government’s infant class size legislation make it necessary for mixed age classes at St. Peter’s in Key Stage 2. Because of this, we have decided to have one mixed Year 3/4 class and one mixed Year 5/6 class. This makes better educational sense, with only one mixed class in each of Lower Key Stage 2 and Upper Key Stage 2.
We have worked thoroughly on all areas of the school curriculum, which is now planned on a two year cycle in Key Stage 2, to take account of the mixed age classes. This means that whether a child is in a single age class or a mixed age class, they will still receive the same progression and quality of curriculum, with no repetition. 
A lot of thought has been put into designing the new classes for September, so that they are well balanced and properly organised – and with teachers and support staff who can inspire your children to high standards of learning and achievement.
