In order to keep children, staff and parents safe, the following routines must be followed by everyone entering the school site for drop off and pick up:

· Year 6 will start at 8.30am prompt and finish at 3.45pm prompt

· Year 6 children must be accompanied by one adult only and dropped off at the usual Year 6 door

· Entrance to school must be by the double gates opposite Stanley Library/Community Centre 

· Exit from school must be by the wide side gate adjacent to the school car park

· The entrance and exit gates are clearly signed

· The gates at the front of school are locked

· Mrs. Hick and Mr. Cundall will be waiting to collect the children and take them into school

· Parents/carers must not approach teachers – all communication must be via phone, email or the website contact page

· Parents/carers must drop off and pick up quickly and keep moving in the direction of the exit

· Parents/carers must not congregate on the school play ground

· No one will be admitted into school via the main entrance

· All children must wear school uniform, bring their own water bottle and a packed lunch (if they are not having a school packed lunch). The packed lunch must be in a disposable bag or container – no lunch boxes

· No other items can be brought in from home

Safety protocols:

· Previous letters have detailed some of the safety protocols in place.

· A complete set of safety protocols and the school’s risk assessment is now on the school website in the ‘Policies and Parent Protocols’ section.

At 3.45pm on the last day of each Year 6 rota week, there will be a chance to keep to a St. Peter’s tradition when the staff in school will give the Year 6 children a fond farewell applause on the KS1 playground. 

Two metre social distancing will be observed for this, but it will be a chance for the children to have a good send off and for parents to take photos of this occasion.
