Dear parents/carers,

I am writing to let you know that a child at school has been experiencing symptoms of Covid 19. 
A test has been requested today (Wednesday 10.06.20). 
The child was isolated and then collected from school by their parent.


The school’s Risk Assessment for this instance is to close the group ‘bubble’ which the child was in. The children in this ‘bubble’ should self-isolate for 14 days unless the test for the pupil comes back negative.
The parents of the children in this bubble have been informed.

I realise that this information will be worrying for you. The advice from the NHS 111 service is for you to carry on as normal and to monitor your children’s and your own symptoms as follows:

· a high temperature – this means you feel hot to touch on your chest or back (you do not need to measure your temperature)

· a new, continuous cough – this means coughing a lot for more than an hour, or 3 or more coughing episodes in 24 hours (if you usually have a cough, it may be worse than usual)

· loss or change to your sense of smell or taste – this means you've noticed you cannot smell or taste anything, or things smell or taste different to normal


If you get symptoms, then the instructions are:

· You will need to self-isolate for 7 days.

· Other people in your household will need to self-isolate for 14 days.

After 7 days:

· if you do not have a high temperature, you do not need to self-isolate

· if you still have a high temperature, keep self-isolating until your temperature returns to normal

At the moment, there is no need for you or anyone in your household to self-isolate unless symptoms are or become present.

Public Health England and the Government advice is that the school does not need to close at this stage.

I will write with further advice and instruction once the Covid 19 test result has been received.
