From 1st June, St. Peter’s will be opening further for the children of key workers, vulnerable children and the children in Year 1
Attendance routines: 
For the children of key workers, vulnerable children and Year 1 children, the expectation is that all children registered to attend on Monday 1st June will be in school, unless parents/carers state otherwise. 
- From Monday 1st June, parents/carers of children in Year 1 and key worker and vulnerable children must ring the office before 10am each day that their child does not attend school to report their absence and the reason for it.

- First day response will apply according to the attendance policy.

- Children are expected to attend every day, but there will be no penalties or fines for non-attendance. The DFE have given schools permission to temporarily lift these.

School Lunches: 
The menu for school lunches from 1st June is now on the school website in the ‘Parents – Menu’ section. 

You will see that the menu choices are sandwiches, or food options which can be put into a packed lunch. 

Children will be eating their school or home packed lunches in their ‘bubble’ classroom with their ‘bubble’ teacher. They will then dispose all packaging. 

Children bringing their own packed lunches from home must bring them in a disposable bag or container – no lunch boxes. 
I would like to take this opportunity to thank parents and carers for their continued messages of kindness and support.
