Dear Parents and Carers,

I am writing with further information about how St. Peter’s is going to increase the number of pupils attending school from 1st June 2020.

Central to our decision making has been the paramount safety of children and staff. We have followed the Department for Education’s (DFE) guidance and have discussed our plans with the school governors and the local authority.
The starting point from the DFE guidance has been to welcome more children from parents of key workers; and vulnerable children. 

Schools have then been required to complete a risk assessment against the safety points from the DFE guidance, to decide how many children can safely be educated in school.

From 1st June, St. Peter’s will be opening further for the children of key workers, vulnerable children and the children in Year 1.

This will increase the current daily attendance rate from twenty eight pupils to about one hundred pupils. 

To ensure everyone’s safety, the following will be in place:

· Start and finish times for the school day will be staggered and regulated
· Classes will have between six and fifteen children, depending on the size of the room.

· Each class will be taught by one teacher. 

· This class will remain together for the school day. 

· Children will be able to mix with the children in their class, but will not be allowed to mix with any other children – including during break and lunch times.

· Break times and lunch times will be staggered – children will eat their lunches in their classroom
· The playgrounds and school field will be cordoned into sections. Children will play only with their own class group in their designated section. 

· Movement around the school will be regulated - there is a one way system in place.

To ensure that all St. Peter’s children continue to have access to learning, the following will be in place:

· The children in Year 1 will be taught normal lessons by teaching staff, but they will not necessarily be taught by their own class teacher.
· The vulnerable/key worker classes will continue to access the online learning through the school website. Teachers in these classes will continue to support children through their learning.
· All other children will continue to learn at home with the daily lessons posted to their year group section of the school website.
I understand that there is much more detail that key workers, the parents of Year 1, and vulnerable children’s parents/carers will need before starting on 1st June.
Please be assured that all the information that you need will be given to you by next Thursday 28th May.

In the meantime, I would like to thank you for your continuing kind messages of support.
