Dear Parents and Carers,

I write with further important information about our plans to re-open St. Peter’s on 1st June.
The government have asked schools to accommodate all key worker and vulnerable children, who have not been attending school during the lockdown. To help us plan ahead we are asking parents who are key workers, but who have not been sending their children to school, to let us know if they require a school place from 1st June. The list of key workers has not changed and can be found here:

We will need proof from your employer that you are a key worker. This should be in the form of a letter or email from your employer, stating your name and confirming that you are required to return to work on 1st June.
Please let the school office know by 9.00am on Friday 22nd May if you need a school place under this scheme.

We will assume that all children, who have been attending during the lockdown, will continue to attend – so their parents do not need to contact school.
For the parents/carers of children in Nursery, Reception, Year 1 and Year 6 (but who are not key workers) I can let you know the following further details:

· Children will be in classrooms which have been set up to allow for 2-meter social distancing.

· There will be staggered arrangements for the start and end of the school day; and for break and lunchtimes.
· Children will remain in their group ‘bubble’ for the whole of the school day and will not mix with other children or staff.

· To maintain social distancing, children will not necessarily be taught by their own class teacher.

· Parents do not have to send their children to school if they are worried about the spread of Covid-19, or if they have vulnerable family members.
· There will be no penalties for non-attendance as these regulations have been lifted by the government.

· Depending on pupil numbers, there may be a week on, week off rota for each class, to maintain social distancing.
