Dear parents/carers,

I am emailing to let you know that there has been a diagnosed case of Corona Virus identified for the parent of a child who has been attending school during the lockdown. 
It may be that children who have been attending school were in contact with the parent’s child.

I realise that this information will be worrying for you.

The advice from the NHS 111 service is for you to carry on as normal and to monitor your children’s and your own symptoms as follows:

· a high temperature – this means you feel hot to touch on your chest or back (you do not need to measure your temperature)

· a new, continuous cough – this means coughing a lot for more than an hour, or 3 or more coughing episodes in 24 hours (if you usually have a cough, it may be worse than usual)

If you get symptoms then the instructions are:

· You will need to self-isolate for 7 days.

· Other people in your household will need to self-isolate for 14 days.

After 7 days:

· if you do not have a high temperature, you do not need to self-isolate

· if you still have a high temperature, keep self-isolating until your temperature returns to normal

At the moment, there is no need for you or anyone in your household to self-isolate unless symptoms are, or become present.

Public Health England and the DFE advice is that the school does not need to close.

The nationwide message remains to stay at home, except for essential reasons.
