As the situation with the Corona Virus develops, I am writing to let you know that we have started preparations for children to continue their learning at home if they need to self-isolate, or if St. Peter’s CEP School needs to close. 

Please note that: 

The latest Department for Education advice to schools is to stay open unless advised to do otherwise by Public Health England. There are no confirmed cases of Corona Virus at St. Peter’s. However, we do have two members of staff and a number of children who have been advised by health care professionals to self-isolate. 

Home Learning

In the ‘Key Information’ section of the school website is a page called ‘Home Learning for school closure’ where you will find three pages for ‘Phonics’, ‘Maths and Science’, ‘School Subscription Services’. Within these pages are links to websites and apps that provide learning activities for your children. Some of these links, for example White Rose, relate directly to the work your children cover in their normal school lessons. For others, you may need to set up your own username, or download an app. 

We are also investigating the use of Microsoft Teams as a suitable platform for teachers to place learning activities for children to complete in the event that the DFE instructs Head Teachers and Governors to close schools. 

In the meantime, I would like to thank parents and carers, for your co-operation so far.
