Dear Parent/Carer,

At Stanley St Peter’s our main aim is to ‘Unlock Potential and Celebrate Success’ and we believe that reading is a fundamental skill that will allow us to achieve that aim.  We want all children – regardless of their background, ability or circumstances - to leave our school with a pleasure and enjoyment for reading alongside lifelong reading skills that can help them be successful in further education and their chosen careers.  

Not only does the ability to read fluently and with comprehension allow children to fully access the curriculum, but it helps improve their imagination, increases their range of vocabulary, improves their language skills and enables them to gain new experiences. 

How will we achieve this?

At Stanley St Peter’s we aim to provide the children with as many opportunities as possible to engage with reading throughout their time at school and at home. We provide the children with:

· Listening to a class novel read by the teacher every day 

· Reading with an adult in school regularly

· Time to access the school library and take books home

· Time to read independently in class during the day

· Daily guided reading sessions to develop fluency and comprehension skills 

· Reading clubs 

· Stanley Loves Reading Sessions

· Visits to the local library 

· A variety of books suitable for the age range given to

· Use of the School Library Loan Service 

· Bedtime Book Box

· Reading incentive system for home reading

· Intervention to help support their reading 

· Books used linked to topics being learnt about

· Opportunities to participate in events e.g. World Book Day, National Poetry Week

· Listening to stories from a range of cultures and religions during Collective Worship

There are two new opportunities we are introducing at school to help promote a love of reading and reading for pleasure. The Bedtime Book Box will be launching on Friday 22nd November 2019 and our new reading incentive ‘Read to Succeed’ will be launching on Monday 25th November 2019. As these are both new to Stanley St Peter’s this year, I would like to offer you some more information on these. 

Bedtime Book Box

The Bedtime Book Box is a new scheme we have created to encourage a love of reading. Every Friday one child from each class will be chosen to bring home the Bedtime Book Box. They will get to keep the box until the following Friday. Inside the box there is; a book, a teddy bear, a notebook and a hot chocolate sachet. The book is to be read to your child by a grown up whilst your child can cuddle the teddy bear. Whilst they are listening to the story they can enjoy a warm hot chocolate if they would like. Before the box comes back to school, the child needs to write a review of the book. They can write about what they liked, perhaps what they did not like and even whether or not they recommend the book to the class.

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Our School Values are: Perseverance, Courage, Forgiveness and Friendship



At Stanley St Peter’s we want to encourage children to read at home as much as possible which is why we have created our new reading incentive ‘Read to Succeed’. At school children will be given a home-reading reward tracker. Each time a child reads at home and a grown up signs their home reading record it goes towards their reward tracker. Each child will start off at bronze and work their way up to gold.
Once children have completed the bronze level they will receive a certificate, a bookmark and can move onto silver. Once children have completed silver they will receive a certificate, a prize from the ‘Read to Succeed’ prize box and can move onto gold. Once children have completed gold they will receive a certificate and a free book. 

Children will need to read a certain number of times to progress through each stage. Each time they start a new stage they will go back to 0 reads at home. Each stage increases in the number of times they need to read at home to make each stage more challenging.
