SATs (Standard Assessment Tests)

Children in Year 2 (end of key stage 1) have already started their SATs and will continue to do so throughout the month of May. Next week, from Monday morning to Thursday morning, children in Year 6 will sit their SATs. During this important period will you please ensure that your child gets a good night’s sleep and a good breakfast to set them up well. We will be holding a small breakfast club each morning of SATs where juice and a small snack will be provided – children wishing to participate will need to arrive at school for 8.30am. We will deliver short revision sessions each morning commencing at 9am and so we ask that you ensure your child arrives punctually.

Should you have any concerns regarding your child, e.g. didn’t sleep well or feels unwell… then please ensure you inform your child’s class teacher. We wish every child all the very best in their tests. The school will inform you of the results in late July. 

TRIPS

As you will see from the diary dates above there are lots of trips happening over this term (not all of them listed).

Reception children recently spent a fun and memorable day out at Cannon Hall Farm. It was commented from people at the farm that our children’s behaviour was ‘a delight and they are a credit to the school.’

BEHAVIOUR

Over recent weeks changes have taken place in order to improve behaviour, these include changes to the timings of morning playtimes and lunchtimes with three sports coaches now employed to provide a range of different sporting activities to engage the children in a more focussed way; Golden Tickets (GT) have been introduced to reward any child seen to be doing the “right thing”. Staff and governors have also been involved in formulating a new Positive Behaviour Policy which has now been ratified by the governing body and this week has been implemented throughout the school. Our exclusions policy has also been revised and updated. Both policies will be available on the school website early next week. A more user-friendly leaflet will also be available soon.
