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Early Years Foundation Stage

What Does EYFS Stand For?
EYFS stands for Early Years Foundation Stage. It is the framework by
which all children in England have a focus placed on their well-being
and development as they grow and prepare for their entrance into
compulsory education.

What is EYFS?
The Early Years Foundation Stage sets standards for the learning,
development and care of children from birth to 5 years old.
It ends when a child enters Key Stage 1 (Years 1 and 2).
All schools and Ofsted-registered early years providers must follow
the EYFS Framework, including childminders, pre-schools, nurseries
and reception classes.
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Your Child’s Learning

Your child will be learning skills, acquiring new knowledge and demonstrating 
their understanding through 7 areas of learning and development which are 
closely interlinked.
The 3 prime areas are particularly important for developing curiosity, 
enthusiasm for learning and in forming relationships. 
These are: 
1. Communication and language
2. Physical development
3. Personal, social and emotional development. 
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As children grow, the prime areas will help them to develop skills in 
4 specific areas. 
These are: 
1. Literacy
2. Mathematics
3. Understanding the world
4. Expressive arts and design

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What will they need?

Your child will need a book bag and should bring this to school every day. A change
of clothes can be useful and should be kept in their bag. Please bear in mind that
we go out in all weathers, therefore children must bring a coat to school daily.
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Your child will also need a labelled water bottle which will be
sent home daily. As we are a healthy school all children must
only bring water – not juice.

Labelled wellies to be kept at school. We provide waterproofs
for outdoor play but if you would prefer, you can provide your
own.

Hats and gloves on cold days, sunhats and sun cream on hot days.



Uniform

The children should wear the correct uniform every day. This is: 

• White polo shirt
• Trousers/ Shorts/ Skirt - Grey
• Sweatshirt/ Jumper/ Cardigan- Red with School Logo
• Shoes/flat-heeled boots - Plain Black
• Tights/Socks - Grey, white or black

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Learning Journal

You will be sent a link to activate your Tapestry account - to do this
we require your email address. If you have not provided this
information from the form within your new starter pack, please
provide this to the staff as soon as possible.
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Tapestry is a secure online learning journal that helps staff and families
celebrate their children's learning and development. Tapestry builds a
very special record of a child's experiences, development
and learning journey through nursery and reception. Staff and parents
can add photographs/videos and observations of the child’s
achievements. This allows parents an insight into their child’s school
learning and allows parents to share home achievements with school
staff.



Lunchtime

All children in Reception class receive a free school dinner. There is a varied menu

each day including a hot meal, sandwich or jacket potato option. Please show your

child how to use a knife and fork at home to allow them to become more

independent with their school meal. School meals should be preordered at home.

If you choose to send your child with a packed lunch please make sure it is named.

Your child will be provided with a healthy snack of fruit or vegetables during the

morning. Due to a few children having allergies in our setting this year, we are

asking you NOT to send a snack from home.

Please inform staff as soon as possible about any dietary requirements, allergies

or medical needs if you have not already done so.
