[bookmark: _GoBack]Stanley St Peter’s Reading Vision 

At Stanley St Peter’s our main aim is to ‘Unlock Potential and Celebrate Success’ and we believe that reading is a fundamental skill that will allow our children to achieve that aim.  We want all children at Stanley St Peter’s – regardless of their background, ability or circumstances - to leave our school with a pleasure and enjoyment for reading alongside lifelong reading skills that can help them be successful in education and their chosen careers.  
We want our children to be able to read fluently and with comprehension so that they can fully access the curriculum. Mastering these skills will improve their imagination, increase their range of vocabulary, improves their language skills and will enable them to gain new experiences and seek new opportunities. 
How will we achieve this?
At Stanley St Peter’s we aim to provide our children with as many opportunities as possible to engage with reading throughout their time at school and at home. We provide the children with:
· Listening to a class novel read by the teacher every day 
· Reading with an adult in school regularly
· Bottom 20% read aloud to an adult every day
· Children at risk of being below ARE read aloud to an adult 3x a week
· Children at ARE read aloud to an adult at least once every week
· Time to access the school library and take books home
· Time to read independently in class during the day
· Daily guided reading sessions to develop fluency and comprehension skills. Sessions are linked to our guided reading domain characters. (KS1 – 5, KS2 - 8)
· Guided reading character keyrings for each child to remind them of reading strategies
· Accelerated Reader is used to track progression and celebrate reading achievements such as becoming a word millionaire
· Extreme Reading
· A variety of books suitable for the age range given to
· Exciting reading corners linked to current projects being studied
· Bedtime Book Box (contains a cuddly toy, a book of the child’s choosing, hot chocolate and a review book)
· Reading incentive system for home reading (Read to Succeed) – Bronze, Silver and Gold awards are available
· Interventions to help support their reading 
· Books used linked to topics being studied which are accessible within class reading corners
· Opportunities to participate in events e.g. World Book Day, National Poetry Week, Bring a Book Day, Hot Chocolate Story Time
· Listening to stories from a range of cultures and religions during Collective Worship
· Daily Read Write Inc. sessions and additional targeted one-to-one support where needed
· Ensuring children’s reading books are matched to their phonetic attainment to help aid their learning
· Ensuring continued intervention for anyone who did not pass phonics in year 2
· Class teacher recommended reads
· Reading ambassadors in each class
· Home reading records 
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
