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At Stanley St Peter’s Primary School, we want our children to be equipped and inspired to produce high-quality writing that is: engaging and imaginative; has a purpose; and commands the reader’s attention. Through our English curriculum, we endeavour to provide our children with the opportunity to develop their skills and knowledge that will enable them to communicate effectively and creatively through spoken and written language and equip them with the skills to become lifelong learners. 

We want children to:
· Use exciting and inspiring materials to support and challenge them.
· Be confident, capable and enthusiastic writers who will develop a genuine love of writing.
· Write independently for a range of purposes.
· Be proud of their writing in all areas of the curriculum.
· Reflect on their own and others’ writing.  
· Develop the stamina and skills to write at length, with accurate spelling and punctuation.
· Expand their vocabulary and apply spelling rules in their writing.
· Write fluently and legibly at speed.
· Have the opportunity to experience a wide range of whole texts and extracts from a range of fiction, non-fiction and poetry genre. 
· Have the opportunity to meet published authors/journalists and to learn and be inspired by their experiences.

How will we achieve this?
· Access to a range of resources such as dictionaries, thesauruses, IPads and individual whiteboards to support their work. 
· Modelling of handwriting and opportunities provided to hone their handwriting skills throughout the week.
· Develop a range of extra activities that will promote English within the school including Curriculum Talent Awards and author visits.
· Teaching of age appropriate spelling, punctuation and grammar embedded within our teaching of the genre being studied.
· Throughout the school year, encourage our whole school community to get involved in a range of events to celebrate our love of English, with an intention of creating lifelong lovers of reading and writing.
· Word of the Week will promote new and ambitious vocabulary linked to the genre/text of writing being studied.
· Use of high quality texts.
· Writing will be linked to the projects being studied in history and geography.
· Celebrating children’s writing through a ‘Pupil Author’ display which will allow children to have their best piece of work published.
· Teachers will model high standards of writing within lessons using visualizers to aid the demonstration of quality work.
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
