This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education. 
[bookmark: _Toc357771640][bookmark: _Toc346793418]Part A: Curriculum music
This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	In Early Years, music is delivered through holistic practice as an integral part of early development. Music is planned for across the four musical areas: Hearing & Listening, Vocalising & Singing, Moving & Dancing, Exploring & Playing.  Invitations to engage with sound are planned for every day and singing is integrated throughout the day.
Children in Years 1 – 6 enjoy one hour per week of music lessons following the Charanga scheme.  This scheme is informed by the model music curriculum (March 2021), non-statutory guidance for teaching music from Key Stages 1 to 3 and aims to provide all pupils with a high-quality music education which engages and inspires children to develop a life-long love of music, increases their self-confidence, creativity and imagination, and provides opportunities for self-expression and a sense of personal achievement. Children participate in a wide range of activities to develop their talents in all aspects of music including rhythm work, instrumental skills, composition, singing and appreciation.
The spiral design of our curriculum provides the opportunity for children to be immersed in music-making activities that deepen over the course of the six school years. More specifically, musical elements and concepts that are introduced to young children are continually revisited in more complex and intricate ways as children progress through subsequent year groups. As lessons progress through the units and year groups, key learning is repeated, musical skills are reinforced and the learning deepens. Children quickly become familiar with the musical activities, through which they acquire new, or reinforce previous, musical knowledge and understanding. This spiralled approach leads to more secure, deeper learning and musical mastery, enabling children to develop their knowledge and understanding of music as it relates to culture and their world experiences both in and outside of school. So, to support intense and rapid learning, the musical activities are designed in one of two ways: 
1. The activities can be a repeat of the previous week, in order to embed and rehearse key musical skills. 
2. The activities can be a repeat of previous musical skills but have different content, in order to strengthen and apply previous musical learning.
Singing is a strength of the school.  We hold weekly whole school singing collective worship and regularly engage in singing throughout our collective worship at other times during the week.
Whole class instrumental instruction (djembe drums or ukelele) is provided by a specialist music teacher from the Wakefield Music Service to all our Year 4 children for a full academic year.  
We believe that opportunities for children to play in small groups or ensembles also help to foster essential life skills such as co-operation, mutual support, self-discipline and commitment.  We have a dedicated music room which provides a space for rehearsals and individual practice.


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Extra-Curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	Outside of lesson time, we offer a ‘Move to the Beat’ club for our youngest children in Reception, Ocarina club for KS1 and Recorder club for KS2 for at least one half-term per year.  We also offer the opportunity to join the school choir or the school djembe drum band (Year 4 and above) both of which deliver performances at least once per term.  
Our children are able to loan musical instruments from the Wakefield Music Service and can attend the Hub premises to participate in after-school, weekend or holiday provision.
We have a dedicated music classroom for our children to practice and rehearse in.


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	Music outcomes are often shared and performed live to parents, SLT, other pupils or to the local community.
All children have the opportunity to perform (either vocally or on an instrument) at least once per term at Christmas, Easter and towards the end of the academic year.  
Music plays an important role in helping children to feel part of a community. We organise and collaborate on projects to enable children to share their musical skills at different events both inside and outside of school.  Our choir (children from Y4 and above) regularly performs for the church Tuesday lunch group and the local nursing home.  They also participate in the annual Young Voices concert at Sheffield Arena.  Our Year 5 & 6 children perform a Christmas Carol Concert for the local community each year and our instrumental players have the fantastic opportunity to perform at the annual 'Big Strum' and 'Big Drum' and 'Big Sing' concerts held at Wakefield Cathedral each year to which the general public are invited.
Our entire school are going to Wakefield Theatre at Christmas to watch a pantomime.  


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	Our music leader is eager to seek opportunities to work more closely with the local secondary school this year.  The music leader would like to invite some students from secondary school to deliver a live instrumental performance for our children.
