At Stanley St Peter’s, our main aim is to ‘Unlock Potential and Celebrate Success’. We believe that the high-quality teaching of music within our school is fundamental to helping children express their creativity. We want all children – regardless of their background, ability or circumstances - to leave our school feeling confident in their musical ability and be able to use the skills that they have gained in their further education and employment in the future.  

What do we hope to achieve for our children?

· Children are engaged in the lessons, make progress and understand the value of what they are learning. 
· Pupils are not deterred if they do not quickly grasp a musical concept, instead they are motivated to achieve the learning outcome by the end of the session with additional guidance from the class teacher.  
· Children understand that making mistakes is as much a part of learning/discovery as being successful.
· Enjoyment and enthusiasm are expressed when the children are in music lessons.
· Children appreciate the value of working collaboratively and are provided with opportunities to work independently and in small groups.
· Children will become confident performers who relish the opportunity to showcase their musical talents.

How will we achieve this?

Staff deliver regular, timetabled music lessons. Weekly music lessons are lively and interactive; we aim to foster a passion for music in children of all abilities. Gifted and talented musical pupils are recognised quickly and they are encouraged to build on their skills. It is our vision that music lessons give the opportunity for children to become real musicians. The children participate in singing, tuned and un-tuned percussion work, composition, and listening to recorded music.
Whole class instrumental lessons occur for all our Year 4 children.  These lessons are delivered by a qualified music specialist teacher and occur weekly for the entire year.  Our Y4 children are given the opportunity to perform at least 3 times per year to a variety of different audiences.
The Charanga Model Music Curriculum Scheme is based on the DfE Model Music Curriculum and provides teachers with week-by-week lesson support for each year group in the school. Every member of staff has their own login to the online system and can use the wide variety of resources available to help them deliver effective and engaging music lessons.
Each Unit of Work comprises of strands of musical learning, which corresponds with the DfE Model Music Curriculum and aligns with the National Curriculum:
· Listening and Appraising
· Musical Activities
· Warm-up Games
· Optional Flexible Games
· Singing
· Playing instruments
· Improvisation
· Composition
· Perform

We offer extra-curricular clubs such as Recorder Club and Choir Club in order for our children to take their musical interests further and we also offer the opportunity for all our KS2 children to participate in the Young Voices Concert.
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
