We have a vacancy for a parent governor to join our Governing Body. School governors play a key role in raising school standards and monitoring performance. It is a very important and worthwhile job! 

Our governing board works together as a team and has responsibility to do the following: 
· Ensure clarity of vision, ethos and strategic direction; 
· Hold the headteacher to account for the educational performance of the school and its pupils, and the performance management of staff; and
· Oversee the financial performance of the school and making sure its money is well spent.

The term of office is for four years from the date of appointment.  However, should your circumstances change, as a volunteer, you can resign at any time.

As well as having the right attitude, we are looking for someone with one or more of the following attributes:
· Passion and commitment to make the school the best it can be for the children!
· Leading or contributing to the strategic direction of an organisation
· Experience of financial planning and/or budget monitoring
· Experience in an educational setting – for example teaching
· Document management – using Microsoft Teams

Time commitment varies but averages at between eight and twelve hours per month. 
There would be a requirement for you to attend one meeting per half term. You will also be expected to spend some time on background reading, training and school monitoring visits, which will typically take place during the school day. Until September, you will sit as a shadow governor – but more details will be provided on this.

Anyone interested in becoming a parent governor should not be put off by a lack of experience.  Appropriate training is available for you to undertake during the period of service.
