Dear Parents and Carers,

I am writing to kindly remind those families whose children will be attending the upcoming pantomime trip that payment is required as soon as possible. 

Please note that the payment serves as your permission for your child to attend this trip. If you have not submitted your payment, we will assume we do not have your consent to include your child unless you contact us to clarify otherwise. 

The cut-off date for this payment has now passed, and we are currently facing a shortfall, with 96 families yet to contribute. This amounts to just under £2000 that remains unpaid, which will need to be covered by our school budget if not paid to ensure that every child has the opportunity to participate.  In our school, we are very fortunate that the budget is managed effectively to ensure that every class has at least one support staff member as well as a teacher available in each class, which is a rarity in educational settings nowadays, and we would like to keep it this way!

I completely understand that some families may have been unaware of this whole-school experience. If this is the case, please do not hesitate to contact the school office so that we can assist you in arranging the payment.

I also recognise that some families may be experiencing financial difficulties. If you foresee challenges in making this payment, we are committed to working alongside you to establish a manageable payment plan and have many ways that we can help you financially – just reach out to us and I am confident we can assist. It is important for us to know if you are struggling, as we want to do everything we can to facilitate your child's attendance and ensure that we can continue to offer these kinds of opportunities to our pupils in the future.

If we are unable to do so, it may limit our capacity to organise similar events in the future, as our budget is unable to absorb such expenses whilst maintaining the level of support we currently provide to our pupils.
