[bookmark: _GoBack]I hope this letter finds you well. I am excited to share some wonderful news with you regarding our ongoing efforts to support our pupils’ communication skills. This academic year, we have employed a speech and language therapist who will be working within our school one day per fortnight. If you have any concerns about your child's speech or communication, and you have not yet been contacted by our Special Educational Needs and Disabilities Coordinator (SENDCo) regarding a referral, please do feel free to come into school to collect a form to request this support.

Additionally, I would like to provide some clarification about our lunchtime arrangements to ensure a smooth and enjoyable experience for all our children. Classes are called into the dining hall in order from the youngest to the oldest children, as we have found this is beneficial for our younger pupils who often feel hungry by this time. Importantly, the children are allowed to remain in the dining hall for as long as they need to finish their lunch. We understand that some children may take longer to eat, and they are never asked to leave if they are still eating.

However, we have observed that some children are rushing their lunches, eager to return to playtime with friends. I kindly ask that you have a conversation with your child about the importance of finishing their meals before leaving the dining hall. Your support in reinforcing this message will help us create a more relaxed atmosphere during lunchtime.

Lastly, I would like to remind you that next week we will be celebrating our Harvest Festival Collective Worship. We would be grateful for your support in donating dried and tinned food items, which can be brought to school with your child from the week beginning 30th September. Fresh food donations can be delivered on Friday, 4th October.
