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Dear Parents/Carers

As well as our vision to 'Unlock Potential, Celebrate Success' I choose a theme each year to guide us as a school.  Last year, we had the theme 'Together' but this year's theme was 'Striving for Excellence' and I am super pleased to tell you that we did exactly that.  What a year it has been!  

88% of our EYFS reception children achieved a good level of development and will enter the next phase of their education prepared for what Year 1 brings.

83% of our Year 1 children enter Year 2 having passed the phonics screening check and 100% of our Year 2 children enter Year 3 having passed it and can read.

83% of our Year 4 children scored 20 or more out of 25 in the multiplication times table check.  Even more impressive, 63% of our Year 4 children scored 25 out of 25 - full marks!
