Transition Arrangements

This will ensure that the children are familiar with their new teacher’s face, voice and mannerisms.  They will of course meet their new teachers for the entire day on Wednesday and from the last week of the term, they will be joining our KS1 children in the KS1 playground at break time where both support staff members that are working in our Y1 classes next year will be on duty.
