Re: Boston Park Farm - 24th March 2023

We are delighted to inform you that Year 2 are planning an educational visit to Boston Park Farm in Doncaster on Friday 24th March 2023. This term, during our science lessons, we will be learning about ‘Animals including humans’. Therefore, we have arranged to take part the ‘Our animal planet’ activities offered at Boston Farm. This means that the children will be given the opportunity to have a guided tour around all of the animals and learn about life cycles, how to care for animals and how animals differ from one another. 

The cost of the educational visit is a voluntary contribution of £17.50 per child which includes the coach, entrance fee into the farm and three activity sessions throughout the day delivered by a qualified teacher.
