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Dear Parents/Carers

When we take a child on our roll, we should take the family under our wing too – after all, we want Stanley St Peter’s to be the hub of the community!  This means ensuring that we are catering for our community’s needs and we recognise that, at the moment, we are failing to do that.  

Therefore, I have some wonderful news for our community!  Having presented my proposal to the governing body yesterday regarding the possibility of our school beginning to offer wraparound care provision (breakfast club and after-school care) I can now confirm that they have agreed to this.

We will have this in place to start after Christmas (January).  Bookings will be taken from early December.  More details to come.

The provision will be on offer to our children who are in Reception class upwards (YR to Y6).  Unfortunately, we are unable to offer this provision to our nursery children as the staffing ratio requirements placed upon state schools would make this financially unviable (private daycare centres are subject to different terms) because we are already going to be running it at the lowest price we can afford to and there was not sufficient interest for nursery children care.

The breakfast club will run from 7:30am and cost £4.50 per child per day (regardless of drop-off times).  

After-school club provision will be charged at £4.50 if being picked up before 4:30pm (this does not include a snack or light tea).  £8.50 will be charged for pick-ups after 4:30pm (up until 6:00pm at the latest) per child per day.  A light tea will be provided for children staying until after 4:30pm if required.  

We are currently looking into being able to accept childcare vouchers/tax-free childcare schemes as payment and will provide more details about this at a later date.

We will be using members of our existing staff to deliver this provision so your children will know the staff well.  There will be at least two members of staff on duty who have completed safeguarding and food hygiene training as well as a member of the senior leadership team.  We will have a fully qualified paediatric first aider and designated safeguarding lead available at all times too.  This is more than we are obligated to provide but safety is of the utmost concern to us here at Stanley St Peter’s.

We intend to have 27 pre-bookable places available (these will most probably be booked and paid for fortnightly in advance) and intend to reserve the 3 remaining places as ‘emergency’ places as we recognise that things can crop up at the last minute.

When I have worked out the finer details and drawn up some official paperwork/contracts I will write to you again.  

Exciting times are ahead!
