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Dear Parents/Carers


The weather is forecast to be VERY hot on Monday and Tuesday next week.  In order to ensure that children are safe we will be taking the following action:

Children should come to school in non-uniform.  They should wear loose, light-coloured clothing to help them keep cool and bring sunhats (preferably with wide brims).  Please also ensure that you have applied sunscreen to your child’s skin (preferably factor 50) before they come to school.

Children will be kept indoors or in the shade as much as possible. It is most likely that they will stay indoors at lunchtime.

If it is safe to do so, the children will go out for morning break time from 10:00-10:15am as this is outside the hours of when the sun is at its hottest (11-3pm).

Children should not take part in vigorous physical activity on very hot days, therefore all PE lessons on Monday and Tuesday will be cancelled.

Computing lessons will be cancelled on Monday and Tuesday.  Computers generate a lot of heat and we will need the ICT suite anyway (which is the only room in the school with air conditioning) for each class to have a timetabled slot to work in a cool area.  We will also be able to take any children that need cooling down or are not coping with the heat into this room to cool down too.

We will be supplying each child with an ice pop during the day.

We will ensure that children have free access (as we always do) to fresh drinking water.

We will endeavour to ensure that classrooms are well-ventilated and the shades are drawn to keep learning spaces as cool as possible.

I am afraid that it would be ill-advised for us to invite parents into school on these days and so all events where parents are invited (the EYFS Stay and Play, the KS1, Y3/4 and Y5/6 Homework Project Exhibitions) on Monday and Tuesday are, regrettably, cancelled.  30 little bodies generate a lot of heat just by themselves so if we were to have parents in the classrooms too, I think it would be a recipe for disaster!  The children from Y1 – Y6 will still present their homework projects to the rest of the class though so please send these in.

We are still inviting parents to join us for our EYFS and Y6 Graduation ceremonies and the Y6 Leavers Assembly.

The EYFS Graduation Ceremony is at 10am and the Y6 Graduation Ceremony is at 2:00pm.  Both are being held on Wednesday 20th July.

The Y6 Leavers Assembly is at 10am on Friday 22nd July.

Our Y6 Prom is being held on Wednesday 20th July from 6pm – 8pm.  Please could all Y6 children enter school via the red door at the top of the KS1 playground that they usually enter and leave school through.  The children will leave through this door at the end of the evening too. A massive thank you to one of our parents, Mr Harpin, who is going to be our DJ for the event!  

Miss Schofield will be hosting a special collective worship on Monday in which the winners of our Sports Day competitions will be awarded their medals.  

Some parents are under the impression that the children do not do very much during the last week of the term, and so we have had many requests for term time holidays.  I can assure you that learning continues and we do not come off the usual timetable until Friday afternoon, so if your child does not attend school, they WILL miss vital learning and opportunities.  Please also be aware that term time holidays are not routinely authorised (as per government legislation) and if unauthorised, penalty notices may be issued.
