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Dear Parents/Carers

We want to say a massive thank you for all your donations today.  Our tombola at the Summer Fayre will certainly be well-stocked!  The Summer Fayre is taking place on Saturday 2nd July from 11 am until 2 pm and it would be lovely to see you there.  Please spread the word as this event is open to the whole community.

Your child should have brought a letter home today to notify you which class they will be in from next academic year.  If you have not been notified, please email me on mwiggins@stanleystpeters.co.uk or pop into the office and we can let you know. Our new EYFS children’s letters were posted yesterday so should be with you today or tomorrow.

Our Y1 children should have brought their phonics screening results home and our Y2 children should have brought their SATs results home today too.  I am so proud of all of the children and the KS1 team.  84% of our Y1 children passed the phonics screening check and our school is in the top 3 of all schools in the English Hub for most improved results!  Anyone that did not pass will get further help and will be able to take the check again during their time in Y2 so please do not worry.  I am also incredibly proud to be able to inform you that 100% of our current Y2 children have now passed their phonics screening!  This puts them in a great position moving into Y3.  

Y6 SATs results are released to school on Tuesday 5th July but we have to have time to check them (and potentially challenge anything that we believe has been marked incorrectly) and so they will be released to children (and parents) as soon as possible after that date and certainly no later than by the end of that week.

We have welcomed visits from our Local Authority Advisor and our Diocesan Advisor over the last couple of weeks.  Their feedback has been incredibly positive and is a testament to the fact that we have not stopped continuing our improvement journey just because we got a grade of good in our latest Ofsted inspection.  Some extracts are shown below:

· The school has undergone a complete transformation since autumn 2019. The school is a happy and orderly place where pupils are keen to learn. Learning behaviours are strong throughout.
· Learning environments have been overhauled in that time and classrooms are now inviting and are conducive to learning.
· Notable gains have been achieved with some pupils who have higher levels of need, none of whom were easily identifiable within classrooms. Pupils work productively both on their own and with partners and in small groups.
· There is clear evidence that a range of reasonable adjustments are being used effectively to help some pupils overcome barriers to learning and to be successful within quality first teaching.
· Pupils are extremely proud of their school. The vision and associated values are deeply embedded and pupils speak with confidence about the school vision and values and how these help them learn and behave.
· Pupils are adamant that everyone is included and talk eloquently about different types of families and how what you believe or who you are, makes no difference to being fully accepted. 
· Pupils hugely appreciate the significant leadership opportunities they are given. They are certain that this is a school that works hard to ‘unlock’ their potential.

Last week was Healthy Eating Week in school.  I would like to say a massive thank you to Mrs Crawley (one of our parents who is also a registered dietician) for coming into school to speak to the children about the importance of food and having a varied diet.  Mrs Crawley has provided a handout for parents which informs you about what the children learnt during her assembly and gives tips on introducing your children to new foods.  She has also provided a ‘Healthy Lunchbox Builder’ sheet and a ‘Sandwich Generator’ game sheet which may also be of use to inspire you.
