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Dear Parents/Carers


Some of our Y5 children will be holding a book sale on the KS1 playground after school to raise funds for ‘Helping the Homeless Wakefield’ on Monday 20th June.  This is a charity that they have chosen to support themselves and they have organised the whole thing (including making posters to put up around school and donating their own unwanted books to sell).  Please take a look at their stall and try to support them.

On Friday 24th June, we will be holding a non-uniform day and are asking that instead of a monetary donation, children donate a bottle of something for our Summer Fayre tombola.  Please ensure that bottles are unopened and that any bottles of food or drink are within the use by date.

As you are aware, our school is linked to the Operation Encompass scheme. Operation Encompass is a unique Police and Education early intervention safeguarding partnership which supports children and young people exposed to domestic abuse. Operation Encompass is the reporting to schools before the start of the next school day when a child or young person has been involved or exposed to a domestic abuse incident the previous evening. The information is given in strict confidence to a school’s Key Adult to enable support to be given dependent on the needs and wishes of the child.  Currently, we only receive notification for children in Reception to Year 6 but, from September we will receive notifications regarding our nursery children too.

Finally, I have been made aware of a number of our pupils using an app called Likee.  This app is not appropriate for children to use at all!  It automatically shows the location of the user and anyone can comment and private message the user too which makes it a haven for online groomers and paedophiles.  I would also strongly urge you to regularly check your child’s phone and online activity – look at the messages that they have sent and received too.  If you find anything that worries you, please call the police or you can contact school and we can provide advice too.
