Re: Visit to the Grand Mosque Tuesday 17th May and Thursday 19th May 2022

We are delighted to inform you that Years 5 & 6 are planning an educational visit to the Grand Mosque in Bradford on Tuesday 17th May and Thursday 19th May. During the spring term, Year 5 and 6 have thoroughly enjoyed their RE unit: ‘What it means to be a Muslim in Britain today.’ Throughout this topic, we have focused on the five pillars of Islam; explored the daily practices and rituals of a Muslim; reflected on the significance of the Holy Qur’an; and studied the deep connection that Muslims feel to Prophet Muhammad, as well as Allah.

The children will have their lunch in a nearby park, weather permitting, therefore they will need to bring a packed lunch. If your child is entitled to free school meals, a packed lunch and drink will be provided.
