I am writing to inform you about some exciting news that is happening in school during next week (WC Monday, 7th March). Stanley St. Peter’s are holding a whole school French themed week to celebrate the language and culture of France. 

As you are aware, last year we introduced the MFL French curriculum across the whole school so that every child from EYFS right up to Year 6 could study and learn a new language. To deepen their learning further, we have decided to hold another whole week dedicated to not only French but also cross-curricular subjects. The children will be baking French food in design and technology; writing non-chronological reports on famous French landmarks; completing maths problems and activities in French; and speaking the language in their MFL lessons. 

On the final day of the celebration, Friday, 11th March, the children will be encouraged to come in non-uniform. This can be something as simple as wearing the French flag colours (red, white and blue) or something as creative as dressing up as The Eiffel Tower!

As well as the activities above, we will be holding an ‘Art Gallery’ style competition for the children to complete at home. The children will need to create a piece of artwork linked to the French theme to contribute to our Stanley St. Peter’s Gallery. It could be a picture, painting, sketch, sculpture, textlie piece, collage, etc. These will need to be brought into school by Friday 11th March.  The top three entries from each class will be displayed in the hall so that parents will be able to peruse them during our parents evenings on 30th and 31st of March.  

Last year’s French week was a HUGE success: the children, parents and staff were completely immersed in the activities. This year is bound to be just as much fun! I am sure you are as excited as I am about this week; I cannot wait for the children to enjoy their cross-curricular learning.
