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Dear Parents/Carers

It is with a great deal of pride that we are able to share the report from our recent Ofsted inspection which took place on 23rd and 24th November 2021.

As you will be aware, the school was graded by Ofsted as ‘Requires Improvement’ in all areas in 2017, and subsequently graded as ‘Inadequate’ in all areas by the local authority in a review conducted in February 2019.  We are delighted about the progress we have made since then which has resulted in Stanley St Peter’s improving by what is essentially two grades and being judged as GOOD IN ALL AREAS!!! Whoop whoop!!  

Despite the major disruptions that the COVID-19 pandemic caused and the subsequent fire we experienced, we have rapidly moved the school to good and will continue to focus on improving further over the coming months and years.

This achievement would never have been possible without the relentless determination and commitment shown by all of our staff.  I cannot thank them enough for their efforts as well as their willingness to embrace the many changes that were implemented since September 2019.  I would also like to give a special mention to our Governors, our LA Advisor and our Diocesan Advisor, who have supported us throughout.

I have to say, our children were the real stars!  They behaved impeccably (as they always do) and were real advocates for the school.  They made me so unbelievably proud to be the headteacher of Stanley St Peter’s – my heart was, and still is, bursting with pride!

Finally, I would like to say a huge thank you to you!  The inspector commented that he did not normally share comments that they receive from parents but that he wanted to do so in our case as they were so powerful (please be assured that they were shared with me anonymously).  We are truly humbled by your lovely comments and will keep working hard to ensure that we continue to deserve all the wonderful things you said about us.

The new style Ofsted reports are considerably shorter than they used to be and are limited to just 750 words, so I know you will appreciate that it could not possibly describe all the changes and capture all the improvements that we have made, but I think it does accurately reflect our journey and where we are now – which is that we are a GOOD school (I can’t stop saying it!) ;)

· The determined and passionate leadership from leaders and governors has transformed the daily lives of pupils in the school.

· ‘The recent improvements to the school have been staggering’.

· Pupils are polite and well-mannered to each other, staff and visitors.

· In the playground, pupils play well together.

· Leaders have introduced a relationships, sex and health education (RSHE) curriculum that is well designed and constructed. Pupils are taught to show respect to others.

· The whole school community has pulled together and are working as a team to provide a good education for pupls.  Much of this work has been spear-headed by the dynamic and tenacious headteacher.

· Leaders have written and introduced ambitious curriculum plans in all subjects.  These plans start from Nursery so children in the early years are prepared for what will come in key stage 1.

· Staff teach phonics expertly.

· Children coming into Reception who need extra help are given it straight away through extra sessions with a teacher.

· If pupils start to fall behind, teachers notice and give them the help that they need.

· Teachers have a good understanding of what they should teach because leaders have trained and supported them.

· Leaders, including governors, are insistent that pupils with SEND get the support that they need.

· Leaders’ work to safeguard children is exemplary.

· Leaders support families who are experiencing difficulties.
