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Warn and inform letter Van Gogh Class


Dear Parents, 

I am writing to advise you that there has been a confirmed case of COVID-19 in Van Gogh Class.

We know that you may find this concerning but we are continuing to monitor the situation. Please be reassured that for most people and especially for children and young people, coronavirus (COVID-19) will be a mild illness.

Your child should continue to come to school, but please help us by ensuring that they carry out daily lateral flow tests for the next 7 days. If your child tests positive then they are required to self-isolate at home.  They should isolate for 10 days if they test positive; however, they can stop self-isolating and return to school on day 8 if they do a rapid lateral flow test on days 6 and 7 of their self-isolation period and:

· both tests are negative
· they did both tests at least 24 hours apart
· they do not have a high temperature

If you require any lateral flow test kits, please contact the office on 01924 663641.

Please also help us by being watchful for any symptoms of illness in your child. Children do not always have the ‘typical’ symptoms (cough, fever, loss of taste/smell), so if your child is generally unwell and in particular has symptoms such as sore throat, headache, runny nose and sneezing, please keep them at home and get a PCR test if possible.

How to stop COVID-19 spreading

Rates of COVID-19 are still very high in Wakefield, but there are things you can do to help reduce the risk of you and anyone you live with getting seriously ill with COVID-19. 

The most important thing is for anyone eligible to get vaccinated as soon as possible. Having both doses of vaccine plus the booster is the most effective way of preventing severe illness and admission to hospital.

In addition: 

· Keep using face coverings in crowded indoor spaces 
· Limit the number of people you mix with who aren’t in your household
· Meet outdoors or in well ventilated spaces when you can. 
· Stay at home and get a PCR test if you have possible symptoms of COVID-19, especially cough, fever or loss of taste/smell 
· wash your hands with soap and water often – do this for at least 20 seconds 
· cover your mouth and nose with a tissue or your sleeve (not your hands) when you cough or sneeze
