Dear Parents/Carers

I am writing to inform you that when the children return to school on Wednesday, 5th January we will be reverting back to operating in bubbles.  This means that we will be operating staggered starts and finish times once again.

In the absence of any decision being made by the government, I feel it is my duty to act now so that you all have as much notice as possible in order to make any arrangements needed for the altered start and end times to the school day.

We have had a number of members of staff test positive and who now have to self-isolate over the Christmas period and I fear the situation will only get worse.  By reducing contacts (although obviously some staff will need to move between bubbles) we have more chance of keeping school open, not depleting our staffing levels to the point where it is unmanageable, and keeping everyone in our school community safe.
