Parking Problems

Could I please ask parents to ensure that they do not park their vehicles on double yellow lines or in the doctor’s surgery/library car park when dropping off and collecting their children.

Transition

When I proposed that transition events occurred across two afternoons a while back, I assumed that the restrictions would be fully lifted. The children that are new to nursery or joining us in reception class in September are going to be invited to attend a Teddy Bear’s Picnic on our school field on this day (8.7.21) from 1:30pm – 2:30pm.  They must be accompanied by a parent and only one parent will be able to attend.  Further details will be provided to parents soon.
