Bonjour Parents/Carers!

We are writing to inform you about some exciting news that is happening in school during the week commencing Monday, 10th May. Stanley St. Peter’s are holding a whole school French themed week to celebrate the language and culture of France. 

As you are aware this year we introduced the MFL French curriculum across the whole school so that every child from EYFS right up to Year 6 can study and learn a new language. To deepen their learning further, we have decided to hold a whole week dedicated to not only French but also cross curricular subjects. The children will be building famous French landmarks in design and technology; writing biographies on famous French people; designing a flag in the style of French artists in art; and creating a holiday/travel brouchure in geography. 

On the final day of the celebration, Friday, 14th May, the children will be encouraged to come in non-uniform. This can be something as simple as wearing the French flag colours (red, white and blue) or something as creative as dressing up as The Eiffel Tower!

As well as the activities above, we will be holding a ‘Bake Off’ style competition for the children to complete at home. The children will need to bake something French at home (with help and support from grown ups please) and submit their entry via a photograph on Friday, 14th, May for judges ‘Paul Wiggins’ and ‘Prue Hick’ to crown the winners. Please send these photographs to your child’s class teacher via email so that they can be shared with the whole class. We have provided a poster and examples of items that the children could make along with this letter. 

During the morning and afternoon school run, the Year 6 children will also be selling French pastries. This will help them use their French speaking skills as well as fundraising for their end of year celebrations. These will be sold in a COVID secure way to keep everyone safe. 

I am sure you are as excited as we are about this week; we cannot wait for the children to be immersed in their cross curricular learning.
