Dear Parents/Carers
It would appear that the Friday the 13th curse is upon us!  

I am by no means an expert and so the following is an account of my understanding of the situation and therefore, may not be entirely accurate but I wanted to keep you up to date so I’m going to give it my best shot…

This evening, our gas supply was interrupted.  Northern Gas and ENGIE have been out and have managed to get a gas supply back to one of our boilers so that we will have hot water and heating throughout most of the school.

Unfortunately, the pressure of the incoming gas is not sufficient to serve our EYFS boiler and, therefore, Northern Gas will be attending again tomorrow morning to dig up the road outside school and try to fix the problem.  

Whilst they may fix the problem with the gas supply pressure, we need to have a certificate of some kind issued to say that the boiler is working safely and if we do not have it, we cannot switch that boiler back on and use it.  I am unsure whether Northern Gas are able to issue these certificates or whether we will have to wait for ENGIE to return on Monday morning to give us this.

If Northern Gas can get the supply fixed and if they can issue us a certificate, our EYFS unit will be open as normal.  However, if they don’t manage to fix it or if they cannot issue the certificate to us, our EYFS will have to be closed on Monday so those children (reception and nursery) will not be able to attend school.
I am writing to let you know about this now so that you can try and arrange alternative childcare in the event that we cannot have our reception and nursery children in school on Monday and you need to go to work.

I will of course let you know the outcome of Northern Gas’ visit tomorrow and if we will be able to open the EYFS unit or not.

Fingers crossed the curse of Friday 13th ends at midnight, Northern Gas work their magic and we can be open for all children on Monday!
