Dear Parents/Carers

As you know, we have had to close one of our bubbles down for a short period because a member of our Year 2 bubble has tested positive for COVID.  I’m glad to report that the affected member of our Year 2 bubble is doing well and has only minor symptoms.  We wish the family all the best and thank them for their prompt action in notifying the school so that we could take the appropriate action in order to try our best to keep everyone safe.

Thankfully, even though our Year 2 children are at home it does not mean that the learning for those children has to stop!  Our wonderful Year 2 staff have been working hard to record video lessons and set quizzes for your child to complete during their isolation period.  Please ensure that your child completes this work.  There are detailed instructions of how to complete the quizzes set in my last letter to parents about home learning.  If you are having any difficulties at all, please do not hesitate to contact our Year 2 teachers (their email address is on their class page of our website).  You can find the lessons in the Year 2 home learning subfolder on the class pages section of our website.

Our Year 2 staff have also placed a presentation on their class pages to give parents lots of information about the Year 2 Standard Assessment Tests (SATs) that will take place this year, as well as information about the phonics programme that we teach in school and the upcoming phonics assessment.  Unfortunately, we cannot invite you in to school for this presentation as we normally would, so, again, if you have any questions, please feel free to contact the Year 2 teachers.

We have had a few of our children absent from school recently due to suffering from a cold.  Please note that if your child has a cold/sore throat and NO SYMPTOMS of COVID, they can come to school as soon as they are well enough to do so.  Children are only required to self-isolate (and get a test) if they have one of the following main COVID symptoms:

· a high temperature – this means you feel hot to touch on your chest or back (you do not need to measure your temperature)

· a new, continuous cough – this means coughing a lot for more than an hour, or 3 or more coughing episodes in 24 hours (if you usually have a cough, it may be worse than usual)

· a loss or change to your sense of smell or taste – this means you've noticed you cannot smell or taste anything, or things smell or taste different to normal.

Finally, I would like to say a massive thank you to all the staff and children of our school.  They have been working incredibly hard and have coped amazingly well in what has been a very strange and challenging beginning to the new academic year.  Well done everyone!
